Senate Minutes

1-24-07

Corey called the meeting to order at 7:05 pm and past minutes were not read.  We have approximately $19,000 left in our budget.  In the announcements there is a coffee house on Friday at 8pm, home basketball games on Thurs the 25 & Sat. the 27, Miss OPSU is Feb. 2 @ 7pm, the Top Hand Rodeo Auction is Feb. 3, OPSU baseball games Feb. 3, Super Bowl party @ dorms Feb. 4, Blood Drive Feb. 6-7, Business Industry & Career Day Feb. 15, Mardi Gras Feb. 20, Homecoming Feb. 24, and Art Jubilee & Interscholastics April 11.  We also need to think of ways to get more participation in Senate and there are rooms open in the apartments if anybody wants to move in.  Because Dasha is not coming back this semester, Corey is now the Student Body president and Martyn is now the Student Senate president.  We are still looking into how the new president pre-tempe should be selected.  
McKenzie asked for money to help with the Miss OPSU pageant.  It has been 11 years since we have had a pageant and it will be good publicity for the school.  There are currently 14 girls participating.  It will take at least $7,823.00 to put on this pageant and she is still short at least $5,203.00.  Carlee moved & Rene 2nd to give McKenzie $4,000 to help with the pageant.  In discussion, J.B. brought up the fact that we were trying to keep a $2,000 limit on giving money to organizations, but he agreed that it was for a good cause.  It was brought up that if we have the money to give them, then we should give as much as they need to put on a nice pageant.  There were concerns brought up as to what would happen with the money that is left over from this year and if they would lose it since it goes into the school account.  It was suggested to give them a smaller amount now and then give more money for supplies if they need it, for when the winner goes onto compete in Miss Oklahoma.  Carlee amended the motion to give McKenzie $3,000 to help fund the cost of the Miss OPSU pageant.  Rene 2nd.  Motion carried.
The OSGA constitution needs to be ratified.  J.B. moved & Megan 2nd  to ratify the constitution.  Motion carried.  The new rules for OSGA state that if you are a member you are allowed 3 votes at the conference & if you are not a member you are only allowed 1 vote.  Rene moved & Jamie 2nd to pay our dues to become a member.  In discussion it was asked if they ever vote on anything that affects us and it was stated that most of the time it does not affect us.  2 yes, 4 no, and 2 abstentions.  Motion not carried.

We need to decide if we want to hold a Sweethearts dinner again this year.  The Christmas dinner went over well and we think it would be a good idea.  Allison moved and Carlee 2nd to have the sweethearts dinner.  Motion carried.  We need to look into how much money we want to spend on the dinner and if we want to buy steaks again.  

Homecoming is set for Sat. Feb. 24 and it is also Sr. day again this year.  Do we want to make it mandatory to work the booth for king/queen nominations?  Jessica said we could use her student workers to help set at the booth.  It was also suggested that we just do it out of the senate office like we did for football homecoming with maybe having it set up at the cafeteria one day and at the grill one day.  Last year we bought the remaining candy from the concession stand and had the cheerleaders throw it out at the game.  We need to decide if we want to do this again.  Executive council will put together a homecoming proposal for the flowers, sashes, and crowns.

It was suggested that we set the date of the Honors reception to Thurs. April 19.  Allison moved & Megan 2nd to set the date for April 19.  Motion carried.  It was determined to let the executive council determine how to purchase the plaques.  Corey will talk to the new SodexHo guy about the food.

Rene moved & Megan 2nd to set One Last Blast for the week before Pioneer Days.  Motion carried  We need to find a company to rent paintball equipment from or decide if  we want to purchase new equipment.  We also need to determine prize money and the events that we will have.  The golf course should be open by then so we can have night golf.  Executive council will write a proposal for this.

All clubs need to remember that they have to host 2 free events.

In new business it was brought up that we need to think of more ways to get students involved in senate.  Our Student Senate banner is now in to hang up at the events we sponsor, there is lots of space in the apartments for people to move in, and Jessica asked us to watch out for people who need help on the snow and ice.

J.B. moved and Megan 2nd to adjourn the meeting until Wed. Jan. 31.  Motion carried Meeting adjourned.
