Ishy moved and Christian 2nd  to reimburse them for the money they spend on gas as long as they bring back receipts.  Motion carried.
We are wanting to have campus wide cleanup.  People around town are complaining about the trash around town.  Student Senate should participate in this cleanup.  Elizabeth moved and Christian 2nd to make campus cleanup next week.  Motion withdrawn and subject tabled until a later date.
