Oklahoma Panhandle State University
Cheerleading Scholarships

Oklahoma Panhandle State University offers cheerleading scholarships to both in-state
and out-of-state students. In-state students consist of all Oklahoma residents currently
enrolled in at least 12 credit hours per semester, earning no less than a 2.5gpa. Out-of-
state students consist of all non-residents enrolled in at least 12 credit hours, earning no
less than a 2.5gpa. In order to be eligible for a cheerleading scholarship you must try out
according to the OPSU cheerleading guidelines and make the team. Scholarships are
awarded on a semester basis by the OPSU Cheerleading Coach. Scholarships are not
awarded to alternates.

In-state

Must retain a 2.5 gpa

Must be enrolled in at least 12 credit hours per semester (24hrs per year)

Tuition wavier-this scholarship is paid by Oklahoma Panhandle State University and is
automatically credited to the student’s school bill. The school allows the cheerleading
program $10500.00 per year. This amount is divided amongst the in-state cheerleaders
up to 12 credit hours. This waiver does not cover fees or any additional charges (tuition
only). In the case that additional tuition scholarships are awarded to a student, the
cheerleading scholarship will cover the remaining tuition costs up to 12 credit hours.
This scholarship is only awarded to those completing 12 or more credit hours per
semester. If a cheerleader quits or is dismissed from the team the scholarship may be
revoked. Scholarships are awarded to no more than 10men/10women on a semester
basis.

Out-Of-State

Out-of-state scholarships are awarded according to the same guidelines as in-state. (see
above)

The out-of-state scholarships are divided amongst the total number of out-of-state
cheerleaders. This amount is determined each year by the Office of Financial Aid at
Oklahoma Panhandle State University. This scholarship is also awarded directly to the
student’s school bill.

International

International students must comply with the same rules as all in-state and out-of-state
cheerleaders. International scholarships are awarded to all international students
participating in a club or campus organization. This scholarship is in the form of an out-
of-state waiver. This waiver provides the student assistance with school costs. This
scholarship is awarded by Oklahoma Panhandle State University and is directly applied
to the student’s school bill.
