These words are used throughout the year in geometry and are also used in my ABC Book Lesson Plan. Index card spiral book – terms are added to the spiral notebook (one on

Student written questions

Playing charades – terms for the chapter and/or from the word list are 

written on index cards and distributed to the students.  The students then take turns acting out the terms.  Some terms are very difficult to act out which makes this fun and challenging.

Using PowerPoint or the SmartBoard students identify the terms based on 

a single picture or sketch or construction.
