To stress how Math is used in real-life, I invited two people from our community to speak to my students. One person, a paramedic as well as being involved in farming unfortunately had to cancel, but wants to reschedule for a later date after harvest. The other person currently does medical transcriptions, has worked as a nurse and is a homemaker and mother. She explained how math was very important in all her ‘jobs’, including these examples -  figure her hours and lines typed, previously had to calculate medicine dosages and document medical history that includes medical data, and as a homemaker and mother she pays bills, buys groceries, bakes and cooks. The students were attentive and asked questions afterwards.
