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I plan to use an assortment of manipulatives like the GeoFix kit and AngLegs to develop a better understanding of geometric shapes and angles when we cover those chapters. We have used parts of the GeoFix and the students enjoy them. 

This school year I also have been including some new games that I acquired over the summer. New ones include Time and Money [2], Place Value, and Addition/Subtraction. I also have a couple that involve strategy that will help the students develop that concept that can be applied in real life situations. Some of my games are just fun games that the kids don’t equate with learning, i.e.,  Yahtzee, Racko, Dominoes, Time and Money Bingo, Site Word Bingo, and Tumble and Teach.
Manipulatives and supplemental materials can assist in teaching almost any subject. There are some great lesson plans available online or in books that have already been designed and created by my peers, so there isn’t any reason for me to ‘re-invent the wheel.’ I may use only a part or combine several together for a lesson, but those activities can add new ideas and fun to what might be an everyday worksheet lesson. 
Because of the Math-eze class, I’ve started looking at some books more as teaching tools to cover disciplines in the other areas. For a couple of our assignments, I’ve created a ‘unit’ for cross-curriculum lessons based on a book. The students like the idea of an all day or longer time span spent on one idea [book] with a variety of activities. The focus is on making sure that each unit satisfies at least one element in P.A.S.S. across the curriculum. I plan on developing more ‘units’ for classroom use.
