Students: (Chorale) numerator
Teacher: Syllables
Students: (Clapping out syllables-chorale) Num-er-a-tor – 4

Teacher:  My Turn—Numerator—The number above the line in a fraction.—Your turn.

Students: (Chorale) Numerator-The number above the line in a fraction.
Teacher:  My Turn—The numerator in the fraction ½ is the number one.  Your Turn.

Students: (Chorale) The numerator in the fraction ½ is the number one.

“Jeopardizing” Vocabulary Words

The following is an example of how to “cement”  the word, numerator.

ON THE BOARD THIS IS WRITTEN:

Numerator—the number above the line in a fraction—The numerator in the fraction ½ is the number one.

The students will study and “Quiz” each other on the vocabulary words of the lesson.  After 10 minutes of self-study, move the students to an area of the classroom where they cannot have visual contact with the vocabulary words, definitions, and sentences.  

The teacher will line-up the students, facing the teacher and say a definition or sentence without saying the vocabulary word.  The student will raise hands—the first to raise a hand and answers the statement in the form of a question correctly wins that word.  

Example:  

Teacher:  The number above the line in a fraction.
Student: (After raising hand first and being acknowledged)  What is numerator?

Teacher:  That is correct—here is your counting cube. (Hand them or toss gently to them a unifix cube)
