Additional Comprehension Strategies:

1. Students need to be made aware that there are several ways to solve a problem

With this awareness, comes the recognition that they already have several tools in their toolkit.  One way to do this is to keep a list posted somewhere in the classroom:

PROBLEM SOLVING STRATEGIES
1. Make a List

2. Draw a Diagram

3. Act it Out

4. Work Backward

5. Estimate

6. Look for a Pattern

7. Make a Table 

8. Work an Easier Problem

2. Another strategy of problem solving is to have the students take notes on important numbers and relationships as they read the problem.  By just jotting down the important values, they have already eliminated extra words.

3. A third strategy is to highlight important facts and questionable words.  Preferably, this would be done on worksheets instead of in the textbook.
