Additional Comprehension Strategies

1. When solving a problem that requires a formula, write the formula down first.  Then list each variable in the formula and fill from the problem what value each is equal to.  Next sub these values into the formula and solve.  If students will do this is helps immensely.

2. Draw a picture/diagram/act out of the problem.  This allows students to visualize what is happening in the problem and makes it easier for them to solve.

3. Other possible strategies:
a. Eliminate possibilities

b. Look for a pattern

c. Guess and check

d. Solve an easier problem

e. Use manipulatives

f. Work backwards

g. Change your point of view
