Grade Level/Subject: Geometry
Topic: Angle Pairs
Objectives (P.A.S.S.): 
Geometry Content Standard 1.1b:    Pick out relationships between pairs of angles (adjacent, complementary, and vertical).
Content Standard 4.1:  Solve problems using properties of angles (complementary, vertical, interior/exterior).

Introduction:  My slow students, and even some of my bettter students have trouble remembering the relationships of the pairs of angles we cover.  So, in an attempt to make review more interesting and fun, I set up a Jeopardy game board with the angle pairs included.
