Grade Level/Subject:  1st Grade Math

Topic:  Complements of Ten

Objectives:  

     Students will be introduced to complements of ten.

     Students will explore complements of ten.

     Students will discover and discuss ways to find complements.

Objectives (P.A.S.S.):

     Standard 3:  Number Operations and Computation

1. Develop and apply the concepts of addition and subtraction.

2. Write addition and subtraction number sentences for problem-solving situations.

3. Acquire strategies for making computations.

Materials:  SmartBoard, computer, and SmartBoard presentation file named “Complements of Ten”

Introduction:

     Discuss the problem that I want to give all the boys a piece of bubblegum but I only have six pieces of gum.  There are ten boys in my class.  How do I figure out how many more pieces of gum I need so every boy will get one.  After this discussion, tell the class we are going to be working problems similar to this where we will be finding ways to make a total of ten using two addends.

Instructional Process:

1. Open the “Complements of Ten” file.

2. Have the students count how many stars they see.

3. Ask them how many more stars they will need to get if they want a total of ten stars.

4. After getting the correct answer, ask several students how they got the answer or how they solved this problem.

5. Repeat this procedure for all the slides.

Closure:

     Review what you have done that day and tell the students that you will be continuing to work with complements of ten for several days.

Assessment:

     I assessed the students by observing them and listening to them throughout our discussion. 

Modifications:

     Since this was a whole group exercise, I did not make any modifications.

Reflection:

     The students always enjoy working on the SmartBoard.  This was my introductory lesson in a series of lessons on the complements of ten.  I could tell after this lesson that I needed several lessons on this subject to get my class to mastery of this concept.  I was prepared for this since everyone got a 0 on my pretest.  Before I gave my posttest we spent several days on working on the complements of ten.  The day following this introductory lesson we did complements of ten using frogs and logs.  We used two colors of frogs to fill our logs and then we wrote the number sentence for what we had done each time.  The next day we went back to the SmartBoard and used the fun pens to draw circles to make ten and wrote our number sentences to go with what we had drawn.  Then we played “The Bowl Game” to work with ways to make ten with two addends.  This game is played by getting ten wooden blocks and a bowl.  Two children play together.  One child hides some of the blocks under the bowl and the other child counts the blocks that are not under the bowl and tries to figure out the correct number of blocks that are under the bowl.  The next day we went to the computer lab, went to Math Magician Games, and played Complements of Ten.  After all of these lessons I gave my posttest.
