Name:  Ginger Sheets
Grade Level: Geometry
Topic: String Art
Objective (Pass Skills): 
 Standard 2: C.2.5 – Use geometric tools to construct a variety of figures.
Materials Needed: 
 Stiff poster board, different colored string, protractor, centimeter ruler, scissors, pencil, transparent tape, and compass.

Reference:  How to Enrich Geometry Using String Design by Victoria Pohl
Instruction:  
Have students measure on the stiff cardboard and cut out a 20 cm. square, 10 cm. square, and a 21 cm. square.  Using the 21 cm. square the students will follow the instructions on activity 2, Three Curves in a Triangle, to construct an equilateral triangle and mark 1 cm. intervals on all 3 sides.  Then cut the triangle out and the slots about ½ cm. deep. Finally, follow the directions to weave all 3 curves.  
Using the 10 cm. square, mark each ½ cm. on all sides of the square.  Then with scissors cut a slot about ½ cm. deep at each mark.  Following the directions on activity 5, Two – Layer Design on a Square, to weave the first layer, and then to weave the next layer.
Using the 20 cm. square, construct a regular hexagon.  Mark and cut the sides every 1 cm. about ½ cm. deep.  At each vertex cut a wedge at least ½ cm. deep.  Follow the directions on activity 10, Stellated Hexagon in a Hexagon, to weave the 6 vertices. 

Assessment:  50 points for turning it in, 30 points for constructing correctly, and 20 points for creativity and neatness
Modifications/Accomodations:  If any of the students have an IEP then I follow the guidelines.
Reflection:  Make sure on the 10 cm. square the first layer skips a slot each time.  Also, do not pull the string real tight while weaving because the poster board will bend.  I do not weave on the front and back which cuts down on the amount of string used.  This project is a lot of fun and looks really neat when they are finished.
