Grade Level/Subject:Second grade
Topic: Birthday graphing, fractions, vocabulary
Objectives (P.A.S.S.): Standard 2:1      Number Sense, Fractional Parts

                                    Standard 5: 1,2   Data Analysis

Introduction: Beginning--go over months of the year and special events that occur in each month.  Next, talk about the most special day for each student…their birthday.  
Instructional process:  Use Graph Club 2.0 to graph each child's birthday month.   Discuss how many children were born in each month and which months had the most birthdays within our classroom.  Talk about how each month is ordered January through December and each month is assigned a number 1-12.   Place note cards with each child's name and birthday on two different graphs  (line graph and bar graph).  This activity will introduce the vocabulary of vertical and horizontal lines.  By using Graph Club 2.0 we will learn graphs can be made a number of ways.  Our GC 2.0 graph is a pictograph.    Add all the birthdays together to learn how many children we have in our (family) room.  We will then talk about how each person is a "part" of a "whole" class.  This is how we will learn about the numerator and the denominator .  
Closure: Discuss ways we used this data displayed on the graph.


Assessment: Quiz (pre and post)
Modifications/Accommodations: Cut the lessons into smaller bits.  One vocabulary concept per day.  Give oral discussion for the students who need extra help or have special needs.  Oral testing can also be used.
Reflection: Boy did I ever throw too much information too soon.  My students were frustrated with the amount of unknown vocabulary.  I believe this should have been a longer instructional period.  Several days (or maybe even a two week period) should have been given.   Some of the students were frustrated to tears on the pretest, thus setting my plans back.  This was as much a learning lesson for me as it was for the kids!
