Pretest and Posttest for Complements of Ten

I distributed blank sheets of writing paper to my students and gave them this problem orally.

Write all the ways that you can make ten using only two addends.  There are eleven ways.

Reflection:

When I gave my pretest I knew that my students wouldn’t be able to do it.  After this series of lessons I felt the majority of my students had a fairly good grasp of the concept of the complements of ten.  I can see that at least 5 of my students need to continue to work on this concept to master it.  I plan to continue to work with these students on this concept by going back to the SmartBoard, the frogs and logs, and the “Bowl Game”.  I will also review this concept regularly with my entire class.
