Process standard 4-4
A. Objectives- Students will understand measuring. Not just reading measurements, but finding the difference in measurement.

B. Instruction

a. Introduction- I will state what the objective of the lesson is and ask how many students know how to measure. I will ask students about prior knowledge of measuring. GET ATTENTION (I will ask if the students know how tall Shaquille O’Neil is? Then I will compare his height to mine. We have just measured the difference in height.) He is 7’1.
b. Instructional process-

First I will discuss the definition of measurement. Then I will give each student three objects to measure. Each student will have objects that are the same, but not the same measurement. They will write down the measurement they came up with to the nearest quarter of an inch. Each student will then work with a partner and find the difference of the measured items. After they have written the difference down we will trade the objects with another group. We will repeat the activity measuring in cm.
c. Closure- I restate what we covered and then will ask students to tell me what they learned from the lesson.

C. Assessment- I will give a measurement worksheet to assess the lesson.

D. Modifications/Accommodations- I will give my ELL students a partner for the whole lesson.
