Using Patterns
A. Mathematics Standard 1  The student will sort and classify objects and analyze simple patterns.

B. Learning Objectives

Student will identify/read copy extended/complete and create two and three-element patterns.

C. Materials Used

1. Linking Cubes

2. Big Book “Let’s Make Patterns”

3. Computer Game “Thinkin Things”

4. Yarn

5. Colored Macaroni

D. Pre-Test

Create a pattern on a table, using manipulatives or photocopies of animal pattern cards.  Leave one item out.  Ask the child to place the missing item in the blank space.  Record results.

E. Class Instruction

Read Big Book “Let’s Make Patterns”  Discuss story as you point out the patterns.  Explain the different patterns used in the story.  Demonstrate using linking cubes to create a simple red and blue AB pattern.  Hand out linking cubes to students.  They will copy your pattern.  Then begin a new AB pattern using different colors.  They will copy your pattern.  Create several new patterns for student to read, copy and complete:

AAB, ABC, AABB.  As an extension challenge students to create new two colored patterns.

   Technology used:  The computer Game “Thinkin Things”  also has a game for creating patterns. The child creates chickens one at a time using different colors, different hats and different shoes.  They create a pattern with these chickens and places them standing in a row.
Assessment

   Create a movement pattern such as (stomp-clap/stomp-clap) and ask the child to copy the pattern. 

   Create a new movement pattern and ask the child to read the pattern. (The child verbalizes your actions)

Create a third movement and ask the child to complete the pattern. (The child shows you what comes next)

Each child creates their own movement pattern.

Record assessments.

 Concluding Activity:

    Each student makes a necklace using colored pasta.  They will create their own  pattern.

Scores:

   8 PK Students   4 understood only the AB patterns the other patterns confused them.
                                Their pasta necklaces were very simple AB pattern.       

   6 Kindergarten Students;   All understood the AB patterns as well as the extended patterns
